d. Use of time divisions.

1) God uses the divisions of time to organize and enhance understanding of
the book of REVELATION.

2) God seems to be saying “I"m doing everything | can to help those who
want to understand My book. If you are interested in knowing My future
plans, you don“t have to go to any other source. | will tell you everything
you need to know.” Our God is most kind and thoughtful, is He not?

3) There is another way to express the divisions of time: “PAST, PRESENT”
and FUTURE.” The past happened yesterday and all the days before. The
present is right now, today. The future will happen tomorrow and all the
days to come.

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2. DIVISIONS DEFINED

Point to these divisions on the infinity chart as you teach.

a. Past.

1) The past refers to yesterday and all the days before, but closer
examination of VERSE 19 defines the “yesterday” about which John
was told to write. God did not direct John to write about events from
the Old Testament or about everything in history. God"s directions
were specific. God instructed John to record what he had seen with
his own two eyes.

2) What were the things John had seen? They could include what
John saw while Jesus Christ was on earth. John had seen Christ
perform miracles such as healing the sick, restoring sight to the blind,
enabling the lame to walk and bringing the dead back to life.

Visuals depicting the miracles, the crucifixion, resurrection and ascension of
Jesus Christ could be scattered around on the flannel board.

3) John was an eyewitness to the crucifixion of Jesus. He was an
eyewitness to the resurrection of Jesus Christ and he was there the day
Christ returned to heaven.

4) Can you think of a place in the Bible where John wrote about those
events? They are recorded in John“s Gospel and in the books of First,
Second and Third John.

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b. Present.

The Present might be more difficult to explain since John lived long bef
the time we think of as the present.

1) The phrase “The things which are” refers to the Church Age, the
age in which we live. The Church Age began on the Day of Pentecost
in A. D. 30, when there were tongues of fire, the Holy Spirit came to
dwell in believers and men spoke in and understood foreign
languages. John was there (ACTS 2:1-13).

2) The Church Age ends when Jesus Christ removes His Church
from the world at the Rapture or resurrection. The Rapture has not
yet taken place. The Church Age is still going on. John lived in the
early days of the Church Age and we live in the final days of the
Church Age (I CORINTHIANS 15:51-57; I THESSALONIANS 4:13-18).

THE CHURCH AGE BEGAN WHILE JOHN WAS ALIVE.

The phrase “The things which are” (The Present) refers to the
Church Age.

4) REVELATION Chapters 2 and 3 contain God"s report of the
Church Age. John describes in detail seven real, local churches
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existing at the time of his writing.

5) The number seven means “full and complete.” Seven churches
picture the true church (that is: every member of Christ's Church from
John's time until the Church Age ends).

c. Future.

1) The future division begins after the removal of the Church from the
earth. The exact time of the removal is unknown, but it is the next
event on God"s calendar. The majority of the events in REVELATION
occur after the Church is removed. That is the Future division.

2) “The things which shall take place...after these things” is a
reference to events scheduled to happen after the Church Age.

3) “The things which shall take place” includes four distinct, and
distinctly different, periods: 1. the Rapture of the church; then two
earthly periods. First, 2. seven-years known as the Tribulation and 3.
1,000-years referred to as the Millennium. 4. It also presents a short
report on eternity future. A list of some of the future events follows.

Many students will be hearing the names of these future events for the first
time. Do not try to explain or teach them, now. Handle them as
announcements of coming events. Point to the chart as you announce each
event to show it occurs in the future.

4) Jesus Christ,s return to earth at His Second Advent is connected
with the final battle in the campaign of Armageddon which ends the
Tribulation. Christ's 1,000- year reign follows. At the end of time,
unbelievers are judged and cast into the Lake of Fire. Unbelievers
are not condemned because of sin, but for rejecting the divine
solution for sin: faith alone in Christ alone.

5) Gospel.

Keep reminding students that Church Age believers do not go through

6) Your decision concerning Christads \
your final destiny. Once you have trusted Jesus Christ as Savior your

destination is secure. You are going to heaven and that is settled.

Additionally, as a Church Age believer, you are protected from the

horrors of the Tribulation. Church Age believers are removed before

the Tribulation begins. That is settled also.

REVELATION 3:10 Because you (believershave
kept the word of my perseverance (by obeying the
command to trust Christ,)I also will keep (protect)
you from the hour of testing (the Tribulatior), that
hour which is about to come upon the whole
world to test those who dwell (are comfortably
settled down, that is, unbelievenspon the earth.
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a) If you are God"s child, your destination is secure. Your protection
from judgment is secure. However, what you do with your life from
the time you believe until you leave this earth will make a great deal of
difference.

b) God has a special plan for your life. In the Church Age, God has
given believers everything they need in order to grow to maturity in
that plan. God never gives a command without providing the ability to
carry it out. The believer is commanded to stay in fellowship
(GALATIANS 5:25), be active in a local church (HEBREWS 10:25),
study the Bible regularly and apply what is learned (II TIMOTHY
2:15). True happiness, true blessing, true meaning and true purpose in
life can only be achieved by following God"s directives (COLOSSIANS
3:1-2; PHILIPPIANS 1:6).

c) Church Age believers do not enter the Tribulation and are not even
required to appear in the courtroom at the Great White Throne
judgment. Believers are evaluated for awards, but protected from
judgment.

d) After the Great White Throne judgment, God supplies a new
Heaven, a new earth and a new Jerusalem.

e) “The things which shall take place” is the easiest division to pin
down, because all events are future, to us, today. The Future is the
longest of the three divisions.

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a. Blessing.

We learned that REVELATION
begins with a blessing and REVELATION ends with a blessing.

b. Warning.

We also learned that REVELATION 22 contains a warning. One of the three

reminders is a warning not to add to, take away from or misquote the Bible. We

have already studied that warning. God placed it at the end of His Word to help us
remember a most I mportant fact: Godobés Wor
trust it. We must not change it!

c. Final reminder.

Finally, Jesus Christ reminds His children that He is coming again to take us to
heaven to live with Him. Three times in CHAPTER 22 (vs. 7, 12, 20) Jesus Christ
promises to return to earth. God placed the promise of His return at the end of His
Word to remind His children that His Son is coming back. God urges His children
to listen to His message, watch for and be ready when His Son comes back. The
emphasis is obvious.
