REVIEW
VOCABULARY -SUMMARY

Review combines the Vocabulary and the Summary. Three important phrases
are defined. The first is a coined phrase original to this series. The other two
phrases are from Scripture in Chapter 10.

Allow discussion and be sure students understand the phrases before they
record the definitions.

In the preceding lesson, John ate a little book that tasted sweet, but became
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bitter in his stomach after he swallowed it. The book pictures the Word of
God. The truth from God’s Word was sweet at first, but when John realized
the fate of those who reject God’s Word, the words became bitter to his
stomach.

4. CHAPTER DIVISION INFORMATION
The final verse in the 10™ Chapter goes with Chapter 11.

An additional reason for the scroll’s bitter aftertaste is that John has the
undesirable task of predicting judgment on many people of different
languages and nationalities.

Information from the little book, particularly the portion concerning the
future of the nations, is to be the subject of John's new teaching, i.e.:
additional prophecy contained in the book of Revelation. Some people study
only prophecy and neglect other portions of Scripture. Over emphasis on
prophecy is misguided, but knowledge of prophecy is necessary for a well-
rounded understanding of God’s Word. In Chapter 11, John, according to
instructions, begins teaching prophecy again.

d. Given to the nations.

1) AGiven to the nationso emphasi zes
temple. 144,000 Jewish witnesses plus other mature believers
(converted during the first half of the Tribulation) flee Jerusalem in the
middle of the Tribulation, leaving only unbelievers and believers
negative to Bible truth. (MATTHEW 24:15-20) Only truth rejecters
remain in the city. They control everything. Those still worshipping in
the temple embrace a false, satanic, religion, agreed upon with
Antichrist. Antichrist demands worship of himself as God.

2) Antichrist encourages a system of ritual and ceremony. There is no
reality to this worship and Israel is in the worst spiritual condition
ever.

3) Jews in Jerusalem and those worshipping in the temple are immoral,
degenerate, idolatrous and demon possessed. Interest in anything
concerning God is completely lacking. The whole temple is corrupt.

3. SUMMARY

The purpose of the temple was to be the home for the Shekinah Glory
(the earthly presence of God) and the place for God to meet with His
people so they could worship Him. Since Titus, the Roman, destroyed
the temple in 70 A. D., the Jews have had no temple.

The Tribulation temple will be constructed by a Gentile with the
cooperation of apostate Jews led by the False Prophet. When
Antichrist turns on the Jews in the middle of the Tribulation, sets up
the idol of himself (the abomination of desolation), and strong
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believers leave Jerusalem, God rejecters, under the leadership of
Antichrist, control the temple. The purpose of the temple is to house
the Shekinah glory, which represents the visible manifestation of God
on earth. It is easy to think of the Shekinah glory as the presence of
God. Though God is everywhere, He wanted a specific locality to meet
with His people and have them recognize His earthly residence.
AShekinaho is a Hebrew term (

Seven distinct temples are mentioned in Scripture. A booklet “ The Kregel
Pictorial Guide to the Temple”, Dr. Tom Dowley, editor, published by
Kregel Publications, Grand Rapids, Michigan is recommended for further
study. Another excellent source is Chapter 10 “The Temple in Jerusalem”
from “A Road Map to the Future” by P. Frederick Fogle, published by
Xulon Press.

The tabernacle was the forerunner of the temple. It was designed to

serve as the dwelling place for the Shekinah Glory and as the specific

pl ace for Godoés people to meet wher
tabernacle was the travelling temple or the means of transporting the

pieces of the temple until establishment of a permanent temple site .

B. SEVEN TEMPLES

1.SOLOMON" S TEMPLE

I KINGS 6:2 As for the house which King
Solomon built for the Lord, its length was sixty
cubits and its width twenty cubits and its height
thirty cubits.

Sol omondés was earthoés first templ e
Builtin 967 B.C. I KINGS6-7)by Ki ng Davidoés (and B
son Solomon, it was dedicated by Solomon (I KINGS 8:1) to the

glory of God and lasted nearly 400 years. It contained no outer court.

It was indwelt by the Shekinah Glory until Ezekiel prophesied

concerning the coming judgment on |
the Shekinah Glory departed. (EZEKIEL 9 - 11) It was destroyed in
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583 B.C. by the Babylonian King, Nebuchadnezzar (II KINGS 24
and 25).

Make note of the reluctance of the Shekinah glory to depart. Explain
how sad that is. No one cared.

2. ZERUBBABEL'S TEMP

3. HEROD'S TEMPLE
Display the symbol for Herod’s Temple.

In the first century B.C. a Gentile ruler, Herod the Great, as regent of
Jerusalem under Roman rule, built this temple. Attempting to please
the Jews, he greatly enhanced what was left of the temple destroyed by
Antiochus. It was an on-going project that took 46 years. The temple
lasted 85 years and was in existence while Christ was on earth.
(JOHN 2:19) It had an outer court. It was not indwelt by the
Shekinah Glory and was an illegitimate temple under Gentile control.
In 70 A.D., 25 years before John recorded the book of REVELATION,
the Roman Emperor, Titus, marched on Jerusalem and destroyed this
temple. The Jews have had no temple since. Today, a Muslim shrine
rests on or very near the temple site. Though in ruins, the west wall of
this temple still stands today and i s
drawn there to pray for fellow Jews, Jerusalem and the rebuilding of

the temple.
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Herodbs Temple is the temple cl eans:é

These three are historical temples. According to Scripture, two more
temples will yet be constructed on earth: the Tribulation temple (the
one John measures) and the Millennium Temple.

4. TRIBULATION TEMPLE

Display Tribulation temple symbol: the idol or “abomination of desolation’
might be used as Tribulation temple symbol.

This earthly temple, yet to be built, is the one John finds to be
exceedingly wanting. According to Revelation 11, this temple will be
built in Jerusalem and will be occupied by Antichrist.

Antichrist helps unsaved Jews build their temple in Jerusalem after the

Rapture of the Church as part of his pretense at protecting the Jews

and gaining their favor, but in the middle of the Tribulation, he sets up

his own image inside the temple and declares himself god. Mature,

believing Jews recognize this act as their cue to flee Jerusalem and run

to the Ahills of the wi|[DANIEINes s 0,
9:27; MATTHEW 24:15-16; I THESSALONIANS.2:3-5).

Antichrist performs the final dishonor to this temple in the same way
Antiochus Epiphanes defiled Zerubab

The Tribulation temple has an outer court, it is under Gentile control

and there is no Shekinah Glory in residence. It is an illegitimate

temple: the worst temple of all. |t

The final earthly temple is built by the Lord Jesus Christ, the Shekinah
Glory, after the Second Advent. It is the temple on earth during
Christds 1,BZBKIEL#®R4d)r Itigthe mogtn (
magnificent of all visible, earthly temples and all the nations of the
earth will worship the King of kings at this Temple during the
Millennium (MATTHEW 25:31).

Plans for this temple are in EZEKIEL 40:1-47:12, which is
appropriate since Ezekiel saw the Shekinah Glory depart from
Sol|l o mo n 6(BZEKIEImB:5).dt has no outer court. It is the
legitimate earthly Temple. Christ rules from there in peace as Priest
and King for 1,000 years.

b. Two invisible temples

The temples named so far are visible, literal, earthly buildings. Two
additional temples remain. Both are invisible to us: the temple in
heaven and the temple i n the souls of
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6. THE TEMPLE IN HEAVEN
Display the symbol for the Temple in heaven.

REVELATION 11:19 And the temple of God
which is in heaven was opened; and the ark of
Hi s covenant appeared in His templ

The purpose of earthly temple buildings is to house the Shekinah
Glory on earth and serve as the specific place for God to meet with His
people. The original temple is the heavenly one wherever Christ is.
Earthly temples are shadows of the heavenly temple.

HEBREWS 9:24 For Christ did not enter a holy
place made with hands, a mere copy of the true
one, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the
presence of God for us.

There will be no physical temple for eternity, because the Lord God
Almighty and the Lamb (the Shekinah Glory) are the Temple in the
New Jerusalem. No building is necessary. REVELATION 21:3, 22.

REVELATION 21:22 And I saw no temple in it,
(that is in the New Jerusalem, in eternity future) for
the Lord God, the Almighty, and the Lamb, are
its temple.

Allow each student to choose whether or not to place a temple
of God symbol at the bottom of his or her own handcraft. Directions are in
Appendix.

exhaustive single item of Old Testament typology. Therefore, it figures

largely in New Testament interpretation (cf. Heb. 9-10) with special

reference to Christ and every feature of it important. Indeed, it presents

inexhaustible material for study as a type.

2. THE TEMPLE.

a. No typology of the temple is expounded in the New Testament other
than the following intimations or usage:

(1) Temple, or as some would translate T sanctuary, is used of the
temple in Jerusalem. (Matt. 23:16, etc.).
