(CLASS ACTIVITY FOR PERSONAL SEALS BEGINS IN THIS LESSON.)

OPENING PRAYER

We take a few moments of silence to prepare our souls for the most
important thing believers can do in life - study God’s Word. Then, I will
open class with prayer.

Dear heavenly Father, Your Word is a treasure that we can store in our
souls. Your Spirit is the One we can rely on to make Your Word real in our
lives. We pray for the wisdom to do both as we study today. Thank You,
Father, for young people who love you and want to study Your Word. In

REVIEW

Class Activity continues: Picture of Throne Room. Display visuals of items
previously studied and discuss what they stand for. Remember, the Triune
God is present and the apostle John has a clear, panoramic view of all the
activity.

Vocabulary List: the items already placed in the throne room.

Nine items are already in place inside the open door into heaven.

1. Throne (this is the seat upon which sits Almighty God. There is no
higher throne). 2. The One sitting on the throne. 3. Jasper. 4. Sardius.
5. A green rainbow. 6. 24 elders. 7. Thunder and lightning. 8. Seven
lampstands. 9. A sea of glass and Four living creatures.

Summary

Activity in the Throne Room is constant worship. All heavenly
creatures worship their creator and praise His wonderful works.

When we get to heaven, we will worship our Creator-Savior, also. The
more we learn about God while on earth, the more we will enjoy
worshipping when we get to heaven.
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I. THE THRONE ROOM III

A. THE BOOK

Display the book symbol.

REVELATION 5:1 And I saw in the right hand of
Him who sat on the throne a book written inside
and on the back, sealed up with seven seals.

1. THE WORD: “ AND”

CHAPTERSb egi ns wi & n dvbitheells ws CHAPTER 5
is a continuation of CHAPTER 4. There is no need for a chapter
break, here.

Display the open door symbol with all characters already in place.

2. THE PHRASE: “I SAW’

John is telling us he continues to see spectacular sights through the
open door into heaven. Later John hears spectacular sounds, too.
(VERSE 11).

Display the eye-gate, ear-gate symbol.

3. NOT LIKE OUR BOOKS
Display the set of modern books visual.

This book is not like our books today. It is a scroll. Modern books
would be impossible to seal as described in REVELATION 5:1.

Display the picture of a scroll sealed on top.

4. HELD IN THE RIGHT HAND

The scroll is in the right hand of the One on the throne. The right hand
is the hand of authority.

Display symbol of a right hand holding a scroll.

5. THE PHRASE “WRI TTEN | NSI DE AND O]

Display a picture of a scroll covered with writing.

The scroll has a lot to say. Is it, perhaps, explaining some deep truth,
something important, complicated and difficult to understand?

6. SEALED WITH SEVEN SEALS

a.The number seven tells us the scroll is completely sealed. We are not
told how long it has been sealed, but we can be sure it is a document of
great importance.

Show the manner in which scrolls are sealed, by displaying a diagram
of a scroll with only one seal on the outside and a second scroll with seven
seals on the outside..

b. There are not seven seals lined up on the outside of a scroll as many
demonstrate. There is one seal on the outside and other seals are
located at strategic points inside the scroll. A broken seal would
indicate someone has tampered with the document before the
appointed time.

Teacher might prepare an example with sealing wax before class time
and demonstrate unrolling for the students. Let them break some seals
themselves. There could be a demonstration of how documents were
sealed. Kits for using sealing wax are available at craft stores.

c. Use both diagram and demonstration, if desired.

7. NEW CLASS ACTIVITY

a. Design individual crests or seals.
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There is no object to add to the Class Activity Page at this time. The scroll
is taught, but it cannot be placed on the Activity Page until the Lamb
receives it, which is in the next session. Therefore, the time is used to set up
a new activity connected with the Seven Seal Judgments.

Directions and examples to help students design crests for their own
personal seals are in Teacher 6

Display a few official seals. (Seal of the United States, Armed forces
seals, etc) Explain that when important documents are held together
with a wax seal it is customary to impress the warm wax with the
official crest of the protective organization or person. Crests say
something about the character of the protector and are designed to
reflect who or what the crest represents.

b. Help students design a personal crest.

Advise students to consider things they love, things for which they
would like to be recognized and character traits important to them as
individuals. Help students look through the available material and
choose the shape for their personal seal. Students should gather
material and plan a design for their seals in this lesson. Actual work
will begin in the following lesson.

c. Direct attention back to the identity of the scroll sealed with
seven seals.

5) Only something happened to disturb that goodness. Long before

8. IDENTIFICATION OF SCROLL

a. Earthos title deed.
Display symbol for scroll with “Title Deed” written on it.

1) The scroll contains a report concerning ownership of earth. It
describes how Christ redeemed earth from Satan. It also contains the
report of how God is going to clean up (purify) earth to prepare it for
the return of His Son, the King of the Universe. Perhaps the quantity
of writing on this scroll has something to do with the details of these
events.

2) God gave man (Adam) the right to rule earth; but man forfeited that

right. Adam lost the authority to Satan and Satan took over. Since that

time Satan has beenthei pr i nc e o fandtthhit go dvoa fl dtohi s

1) In REVELATION, CHAPTERS 4 and 5, Jesus Christ gives John
a preview of that glorious time when Jesus Christ reclaims His
creation. Until that event actually takes place, the earth remains under
Satands authority.

2) There was a time when Satan offered the earth to Jesus Christ. Do
you remember when that was?

MATTHEW 4: 1-11. Read all verses, but note
particularly verse 9

MATTHEW 4: 9 ..and he (Satan) said to Him

MARK 1: 12, 13 And immediately the Spirit
impelled Him (Jesus) to go out into the
wilderness.

LOOK AT THE SCROLL.
IT SEEMS NO MAN IS WORTHY.

b. What makes a strong man cry?

John was a burley fisherman, who according to tradition, rode out on
horseback when he returned from Patmos and dragged an errant
church member back to the church at Ephesus. (John was well into his
nineties!) This same John weeps uncontrollably when told there is no
one to open the scroll. What would make such a strong man cry?

¢. Knowledge of the consequences.

1) John knows the consequences if no one can open the scroll. Without
the necessary judgments, earth will remain corrupt and in the hands of
its present ruler, Satan. That is sad.

2) John knows how horrible it would b
ruler.

OH, JOHN WEEPS, BITTERLY.

3) However, we know a secret, do we not? I have the most marvelous

feeling One who is worthy will be found. What do you think? We

have heard of One who is worthy of worship in the Songs in Chapter 4

Do you suppose the same One is also worthy of breaking the seals?

You and I know there is someone unique in heaven. Who is it? It is

the only God-Man, Jesus Christ, who regained
deed when He died on the cross. Scripture reports no one is found

worthy, but there is One in glory today who is unique. One who is not

just a man. They have not identified Him in the heavenly scene, yet.

4) God gave man the right to rule in the first place and everything will
be restored some day, because Someone (the same One who has
always done everything for us) has taken care of this problem, too.
How grateful we should be to this God-Man for everything He has
provided.

a. An elder returns.

1) One of our Elder friends comes back into the spotlight and has
something to say. The elder tells John to stop weeping because he did
not want John to miss what happens next. One has been found worthy
to open the scroll.

2) Here is another reason the elders do not represent the Church. This

Elder teaches John (an apostle of the Church) something about the One

who is worthy. It is hard to imagine any church member, pastor or

individual having the ability to teach John anything about Jesus. John

recorded things for us to learn and is still teaching us (the Church)

today. Only a very wise heavenly being, a brilliant, genius angel,
permanently associated with Godoés
apostle John.
