REVIEW

Vocabulary

Three things pictured by the seven-sealed book.

In addition to being: 1) an ancient book, it is really: 2) a scroll and it is also: 3) the
Title deed to the earth containing the full and complete record of creation and
redemption.

The reason writing covers the scroll on front and on back.
The “little book” contains so much writing because it has a lot to report.

Seals: their use and purpose.

Seals have two distinct purposes: 1) to protect a document or an important item from
being opened by unauthorized persons and 2) to identify the one responsible for
protecting the document. God has sealed this scroll or “little book”.

Summary:

CLASS ACTIVITY IN REVIEW

Review the objects already placed on the Class Activity Page. Students should be
familiar with each object.

A.BABY LAMB

REVELATION 5:6 And I saw between the throne
(with the four living creatures ) and the elders a
Lamb standing as if slain, having seven horns
and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of
God, sent out into all the earth.

Display the symbol of the Lamb. Note four important things: 1. Seven horns.
2. Seven eyes. 3. A cut throat. 4. The Lamb is still standing. He's alive
though He has been slain.

1. WHERE THE LAMB STANDS

a. The book of Revelation refers to Jesus Christ as a Lamb twenty-nine
times. The Lamb stands in the middle of the throne room. He is
important.

b. Class Activity

Help students paste the Lamb on the designated spot in the center of
the Class Activity page.

2. WHO THE LAMB PICTURES

a. The word transl ated ol ambd comes
meaning a tiny, gentle, innocent, baby lamb led to
slaughter. This is the only time it appears in the New
Testament. In the Old Testament, Jeremiah uses a Hebrew
word with the same meaning.

JEREMIAH 11:19a But I was like a gentle
lamb led to the slaughteré

b. Baby lambs are perfectly harmless and innocent. A human
baby cries when something hurts or there is a physical
need. A baby lamb does nothing to tell you what it needs
or wants. Even his oBaaaingdé i s t
his location (it is part of his submission to the shepherd). A
baby lamb looks at you and trusts you to provide
everything it needs. If you do not supply what the baby
lamb needs he will die. He will continue to look at you with
love and trust and even wag his tail as life leaves his little
body. A tiny, baby lamb is the most helpless and
dependent of al | Godds <creatures.
gentle, willing, submissive character of Jesus Christ as
Savior. John, the Baptist, speaks of the same Lamb in the
gospel of John.

Isaiah says essentially the same thing about this Lamb.

ISAIAH 53:7 He was oppressed and He was
afflicted, yet He did not open His mouth; Like a
lamb that is led to slaughter, and like a sheep
that is silent before its shearers, So He did not
open His mouth.

Remember, the Lamb is standing, though He appears to have been

slain. A dead lamb would not be able to stand. A very beautiful

Display the cross and the resurrection symbols.

5. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION

Display the symbol for the Lamb with seven horns and seven eyes. The
Lamb has some peculiar characteristics. Let’s look at them.

a. The Lamb has seven horns.

Seven stands for fAfull and complete. o
authority. Seven horns tell us the Lamb possesses full authority, power
and ability to rule. The Baby Lamb is Sovereign and Omnipotent.

b. The Lamb has seven eyes.
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Seven eyes tell us the Lamb sees everything. He sees into minds and
hearts. He knows what men are thinking and He sees the motives
behind their actions. Nothing anywhere escapes His all-seeing eyes.
The Baby Lamb is Omniscient (ZECHARIAH 3:8-9; 4:10).

ONLY GOD IS SOVEREIGN, OMNIPOTENT AND OMNISCIENT.

c. And verse 6 also tells us the eyes symbolize seven aspects of
Godds Spirit.

1) Seven (full and complete) ministries or aspects of the Holy
Spirit were introduced in REVELATION 1:4. They are spoken
of again in verse 5. Frequent references to the seven aspects of

the Spirit cal l attention to the Lz
Holy Spirit while on earth in Hypostatic Union.

Display the seven aspects of the Spirit diagram, if necessary, and
review according to the needs of the class.

2) The significance S t hat t he
characteristics. The Baby Lamb is God. Yet He fully submitted
to the Spirit while He lived on earth.

6. SUMMARY

Here is an unusual presentation of the stark contrasts of our Lord and

Savior. Here lies the lowliness of His death on a cross, portrayed

against the glory of His resurrection. Here is a picture of His

meekness as a willing sacrificial Lamb in contrast to His majesty as

the conquering Lion of the tribe of Judah. Here is God, the Son, the

all powerful, all seeing, victorious One, whose shame has become His

glory and whose tragedy has been transformed into universal triumph.

7. COMPARED TO THE PASSOVER LAMB
a. The Passover Lamb pictures the Lord Jesus Christ.
EXODUS 12:1-11 (Note verse 5); LEVITICUS 9: 3; NUMBERS 28: 3

Study these verses and be prepared to use them while going over the
requirements for the Passover Lamb.

A chart in Teacher’s Appendix for students to fill in may be used as
another Class Activity.

God directed the Jews to perform a ceremony in memory of the

Passover in Egypt when God fApassed ov
lamb sprinkled on their doorposts. Passover is the oldest continually

observed feast in existence today, celebrated for some 3,500 years.

God gave special instructions for the ritual commemorating that time.

The Jews understood it was a memorial, but it also looked forward to a

future event: the sacrifice of Godods

b. The things pictured by the Passover Lamb.

1) The Passover celebration was to be in March or April.

This pointed to the time of the crucifixion.

(Footnote for EXODUS 12:2, Ryrie Study Bible, NASB, p.109) The
time of Passover pointed forward to the time of the crucifixion of Our
Lord.

2) The Passover Lamb should be a male. A male lamb not a
female lamb was to be separated from the flock.

JESUS CHRIST BECAME A MAN.
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3) The Passover Lamb should be a year old.

Lambs mature at one year. The one year old lamb pictures the
maturity of man, which is thirty years of age. From birth to
thirty, man grows and matures. After thirty, man begins to
go downhill. Jesus Christ was a full grown, mature man (30
years of age) when He began his public ministry.

Display the chart: BIRTH maturing and growing better-30-33-mature
and downhill until death. This should match the chart in the Rapture lesson
on what we will be like in resurrection bodies.

JESUS CHRIST WAS A MATURE MAN, 30 YEARS OLD WHEN
HE BEGAN HIS MINISTRY.

4) The Passover Lamb should be owitdt

OWi t hout bl emi shé means perfect. TF
any imperfections such as broken bones (though He will
retain the wounds in His hands and feet and in His side.
They are His medals). Jesus Christ was a perfect man.
Though they murdered Him not a single bone in His body
was broken. The perfect lamb pictures the perfect life,
character and work of Jesus Christ.

5) The Passover Lamb was to be isolated from the other lambs
and examined carefully for flaws for three days: from the
eleventh day of the month to the thirteenth day of the
month.

Isolation pictures the examination of Jesus Christ to document
His perfection: His three years of public ministry. He was
meticulously examined and found to be flawlessly perfect.
The results are recorded in the Gospels.

6) The Passover Lamb was to be sacrificed in the evening.

incense, which are the prayers of the saints.

Another reason for the elders being angels: saints do not carry the prayers of
other saints, but angels are in a position to do so.

3. SUMMARY

After the Lamb is identified as the Lord Jesus Christ picturing His role
as Redeemer, He takes control of the scroll or book and other
activities start to take place. The heavenly crowd clustered around the
throne of God, begins to worship and praise the Lamb. They are well
trained singers. They even sing a new song which has never been sung

before!

b. Two groups of special angels sing the new song while carrying
harps (REVELATION 5:8). Harps are angelic possessions.
Human beings are never said to carry harps.

c. Two groups of special angels have golden bowls filled with the
prayers of saints. Angels are responsible for the prayers of
saints. People are not responsible for the prayers of other
people.

*Some translations have the words “us” and “we” in verses 9 through 14 in
REVELATION Chapter 5 (words are highlighted and underlined in
Scripture quotes.)

Experts say these words are mistranslated because the translators believed
these to be redeemed Israel and/or the church so they changed the pronouns
to be compatible with that pre-conceived view. Earliest manuscripts still
have “they.” Newer translations are going back to the earlier translation.
The New American Standard Bible, printed in 1978 has returned to the
earlier translation. If someday, we discover facts that alter our
understanding, we will consider other views. Until then, we believe the 24
Elders to be angels because so far objections to that viewpoint have been
explained. Still, it is not something about which to be contentious.

Encourage questions and discussion. Be sure students understand the
teaching in this Chapter.

What follows is awesome. God entrusted earth to man. Satan, with the
cunning of a serpent and the aid of
creation. Satan rules earth for a time, but ultimately, earth is reclaimed

and purified by Jesus Christ.

4. CONCLUSION

There is no doubt about the identity of the Lamb, the center of
attention in the throne room of God. The Lamb is standing, yet
obviously, was sacrificed prior to this time. He meets the requirements
for the perfect Passover Lamb of the Old Testament.

Here is the direct descendant of King David on both sides of His family
tree. Here is the Lion who willingly became a Lamb and gave His life
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on the cross that we might not face judgment and with whom we will
live in heaven, forever. The Lamb who is our Savior.
