Summary

and contains the record of creation, revolt, redemption and restoration. It

kings. The record is long and involved which accounts for the tremendous
amount of writing it contains. Seven seals protect the little book in the

name of Almighty God. Each broken seal releases a dreadful judgment. In
CHAPTER 6, VERSE 1, Jesus Christ breaks the first seal. He will break all
seven seals in order. He is now in full charge in heaven. With the breaking

of each seal He directs a specific judgment on earth. Christ controls history.

A. TIME-LAPSE PRINCIPLE

Before studying further, it is important to be familiar with the
Time-Lapse Principle.

1. TIME IGNORED

a. Scripture sometimes treats a large portion of time as if it does not
exist, causing two separate events to appear to flow into each other. A
specific time is skipped over completely.
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b. The Church Age is a victim of the Time Lapse principle in the Old
Testament. Though aspects of the Church appear as types or pictures,
the Old Testament never directly refers to the Church Age.

2. CHURCH AGE

The Church Age comes between the First and Second Advents of
Jesus Christ. Comparing a verse in the book of ISAIAH to a verse in
the book of LUKE clearly demonstrates the Time Lapse Principle.

8) After mid-point of Tribulation is a highly unlikely time for the
northern invasion of Israel because Antichrist uses it to gain power and
he is in full power by the middle of the Tribulation.

4) Summary

Opening the first seal marks the beginning of three sets of Tribulation
judgments. The Lamb, the One found worthy, breaks the first seal. As
the seal is broken the living creature showing his lion face,
emphasizing Jesus Christ as King of Israel, directs the first judgment
from heaven by commandifigG 0 @he first horseman, carrying a

bow with no arrows, goes forth. The first horseman symbolizes the
deceptively peaceful character of the first half of the Tribulation.

Instruct students to paste the white horse (First Seal) symbol in the first
half of the Tribulation. Our next session deals with all four horsemen

(including the first) of the Apocalypse: the first four seal judgments.

Students will paste symbols two, three and four in correct spots on the
Classroom Activity Timeline. Before closing prayer in this lesson, be sure
timelines are ready for additional symbols.
